When and how can the purchasers  
of the tickets redeem them?

If your customer wishes to have an order 
delivered, they will need to purchase additional 
products that qualify for delivery.

Is there a limit to how many 
tickets can be granted to any one 
organization?
Yes — the popularity of our Fund Raiser 
program may require us to limit the 
number of tickets available.

What if the tickets are lost?
The organization is fully responsible for 
payment of any coupons that may be lost 
or stolen.

Who qualifies for the program?
Any local legitimate youth organization 
or charity, including Churches, Schools, or 
Sports teams.

How does an organization obtain 
the Fundraiser tickets?
An adult leader of your group must 
contact the Uncle Joe’s corporate office in 
Anchorage at 349-4559 to obtain and sign 
an Agreement stating that the collected 
funds (less the $4.00 per ticket donation) 
or any unused Tickets will be returned to 
Uncle Joe’s within 30 days.  The Tickets are 
issued at no charge. If your group checks 
out and sells 100 coupons, your group will 
profit $400.00.
